Study Questions

After reading 1:1-14, what change do you observe when you come to 2:1-4? How does Hebrews 2:1-4 relate to 1:1-3?  to 1:4-14? How does the author’s emphasis on angels add to the impact of 2:1-4?

The following are the key questions; the answers to which will determine our understanding of this text:

Who is referred to by “we” (5 times in verses 1-4) and “us” (v. 3)?

What is the danger that the author is warning us about?

What is the nature of the judgment the author refers to?

What is implied by “neglect” and “pay closer attention”?

Based upon verses 3 and 4, how reliable is our New Testament?  How can we be sure that God is speaking to us when we read it?

What theological truths do you find in this passage?

What questions or problems have arisen in your study that you would like to answer or resolve?

What are some of the implications and applications of the truths of this text?  Identify some specific ways that you “neglect” God’s Word and some specific remedies for your neglect.
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
