Study Questions

Verse 5 begins with the word “for.”  How do verses 5-9 (and following) relate to what has come before in Hebrews?  (You may wish to review the message of 1:1-14 and 2:1-4.)  Follow the argument of the author in chapter 2 through the chapter to the final verse (2:18).

The subject of angels continues in chapter 2 (see 2:2, 7, 9, 16).  What is the author now saying about angels?  How does this relate to the person and work of Jesus Christ?

Who was made “a little lower than the angels for a little while” and how was this done?

Read and reflect on Psalm 8.  What did David mean by the psalm at the time of its writing?  How has the author of Hebrews enhanced our understanding of this Psalm because of the person and work of Jesus Christ?  

How does Christ fulfill man’s calling as seen at the time of creation (see Genesis 1:26-28)?

What do we see at present, and what do we not yet see?  When shall we see it?

What theological truths do you find in this passage?

What questions or problems have arisen in your study that you would like to answer or resolve?

What are some of the implications and applications of the truths of this text?  
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
