Study Questions
In Hebrews 6:12, why does the author say that the promises are inherited by faith and perseverance (patience)?

What is the connection between verses 13-20 and the preceding verses?
What is the promise God made to Abraham?

How long did Abraham wait “patiently?”  How patient was he?  Put differently, was his patience perfect?
What is implied by the fact that Abraham had to “wait patiently” for the fulfillment of the promise?

Why is God’s fulfillment of this particular promise so significant?

Why did God find it necessary to swear an oath to assure Abraham of this promise?
Who are the “heirs of the promise” in verse 17, and what did God wish to show them?

What is the “hope set before us” (verse 18) and how does it give us strong encouragement?

What are the “two unchangeable things, in which it is impossible for God to lie” (verse 18)?

What is the significance of our hope “entering within the veil” (verse 19)?
How does all this bring us back to Melchizedek?

What effect should God’s promises have on the Christian?  What are some of these promises?
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
