Study Questions
What was wrong with the Levitical priesthood (see verse 11)?  What was the relationship between the Levitical priesthood and the Law?  To what degree is the weakness of the Levitical priesthood a result of its relationship to the Law?
When God instituted the new priesthood, according to the order of Melchizedek, what implications did this have with regard to the Law?

If the Law is not the basis for the Melchizedekian priesthood, what is?

What is the relationship, if any, between Hebrews 7:18-22 and 6:13-18?

What is the “better covenant” referred to in 7:22?

How does Psalm 110:4 serve as a prophecy of the coming of Messiah to serve as our Great High Priest?

So what are the implication of our Lord being “a priest forever” (Hebrews 7:21)?

Why does the author say that Christ saves forever “those who draw near to God” (7:25), rather than “those who trust in Christ” or something like this?
Summarize what it is that makes the Melchizedekian priesthood superior to the Levitical priesthood.

What are the practical implications (applications) of Christ being our Great High Priest?

What questions does this text raise which you would like to have answered?
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
