Study Questions
Based on Hebrews 6:13-8:6, summarize the ways in which the priesthood of our Lord Jesus Christ is superior to the Aaronic priesthood.

What are the “better promises” to which the author refers in Hebrews 8:6?

Read Jeremiah 31 (especially verses 31-34) and consider how the author to the Hebrews has used it in Hebrews 8.  What does Ezekiel 36:22-32 add to our understanding of the New Covenant?
What was the “Old Covenant?”  In what ways was it “good”?  In what ways did it fail, so that it needed to be replaced (see Hebrews 7:11, 18-19, 28)?

What is the “New Covenant?”  What makes it new?  What makes it better than the Old?  What does this have to do with the ministry of our Lord Jesus Christ as our Great High Priest?
Which promises of the New Covenant can we expect to experience now? 

To what degree was the “New Covenant” a promise made to the people of Israel (see Romans 9:4)?  How do Gentiles come to benefit from this covenant (see Romans 11:11-32)?
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
