Study Questions
How do verses 19-21 serve as a summary of the Book of Hebrews to this point?  How do the truths summarized in these same verses serve as the basis for the exhortations that follow?  What is “the holy place” (NASB, ESV, NIV) or “sanctuary” (NET Bible, CSB) or “holiest” (KJV, NKJV) referred to in verse 19?

There are three general exhortations given in verses 22-25.  Each of the three exhortations is buttressed by an accompanying reason or basis for this action.  What are the exhortations, what is the basis for each, and what are some ways in which a Christian might be obedient to each?
Is verse 25 meant to apply to all three of these exhortations, or only to the last one?  How would one abandon or forsake the gathering of the churches?  Is this speaking only of attendance, or could it be understood more broadly?  How does the second coming of Christ serve as motivation?
Why do you think we have the application/exhortation of verses 19-25, just before that warning of verses 26-31? 
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
