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Study Questions
Verse 18 begins with “for.”  What is the connection the author wants us to see between what has been said earlier and what is about to be said in our text?
To what Old Testament events is the author referring in our text?  How does this relate to what the author is now trying to say?

What contrast is the author making between Mt. Sinai (and what was spoken there) and Mt. Zion (and what is spoken there)?  What point is the author making by contrasting these two mountains?  What do these two “mountains” represent or stand for?  What is being spoken from Mt. Zion that we dare not neglect or refuse?
Compare and contrast the “shaking” that occurred at Mt. Sinai with the “shaking” that is yet to occur (12:26-29)?

What things can be shaken, and what cannot (verse 27)?

Compare Hebrews 12:25-29 with Hebrews 2:1-4.

So, what is the author asking of his readers, and what is the basis for his command?  How do the author’s words relate to his Hebrew recipients and the temptations they face?  How do the author’s words relate to Christians today?
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
