Study Questions
Compare the exhortation concerning leaders in Hebrews 13:7 with the exhortations later on in the chapter in verses 17 and 24.  Do you see any differences?  Who might the author be referring to in verse 7?  Is there a contrast implied with verse 8?
What is stated in Hebrews 13:8?  What is implied by this verse?  How would the truth of verse 8 relate to statements in Hebrews like those found in Hebrews 2:17-18; 4:14-16; 7:17-25; 12:26-29?
How might Hebrews 13:8 also apply or relate to verse 9?  What “strange teachings” does the author specifically refer to in verse 9?  Why and how does the author contrast grace with foods?  What other kinds of “strange teachings” might the author be referring to?  (It may be helpful for you to consider those false teachings which seem to have a Jewish flavor or origin.  Consider Acts 10; 13:6-12; 15:1; 19:13-17; 20:28-32; 2 Corinthians 11:22-33; Galatians 2:11-21; Philippians 3:1-3; Colossians 2:16-19; 1 Timothy 1:3-11; 4:1-16; 6:3-10; 2 Timothy 2:14-26; 3:1-17; Titus 1:10-16.) 
What is it that the Old Testament priests could not eat, but we can eat?  What “altar” do we have, from which we can eat, that the Jewish priests do not have?  Explain the author’s argument which centers on the expression “outside the camp.”  In the simplest terms, what does it mean to “go outside the camp?”  In what sense should the original readers “go out to Him outside the camp, bearing His reproach?”  In what way(s) should we “go outside the camp” today?
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
