What is the author asking the Hebrews to pray for in verses 18 & 19?  Why?  If answered, how would these prayers cause the author to be restored to them more quickly?  Restored from what?

What is said in verses 20 & 21 that should encourage these Hebrews?  How are these verses especially fitting as a conclusion to this great epistle?  How do these verses encourage you to “draw near to God” and to “run the race set before you with endurance?”
What might the author’s final words (in verses 22-25) say to Christians today?
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
