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Pharaoh Will Not Listen to God (Exodus 5 – 10)
 
Main Point: Serious consequences come to those who refuse to listen to God.
 
Key Verse: Lord, you didn’t hold back from bringing this trouble on us. You always do what is right. But we haven’t obeyed you. – Daniel 9:14
Materials: None
Hands on Application:
·    Say: Wow! Those sure were some mighty plagues we heard about in the lesson today. Pharaoh should not have disobeyed God! If he had obeyed, God would not have sent such awful plagues to punish his kingdom. Let’s take a closer look at those plagues.
·    Say: Today we’re going to act out the plagues that God sent against Egypt. Each one of you will get a different plague to act out. If there are more than nine students, pair up the extra students so that there are nine groups. Assign 9 plagues to students (or pairs), in order, around the room. Tell each student to think of a motion to represent his or her plague. (Motions may be: hands moving like running water to simulate Nile River, acting like a frog, etc.) Have first student name his or her plague one time, then continue to do the motion. The second person (or pair) names the first plague, then names his or her plague once, and does a motion for that plague. (Once a student does his or her motion, he or she continues the motion.) The third student names the first plague, names the second plague, names his or her plague while doing the motion, and continues the motion. Continue to go around the room, each student adding on his or her motion, until all the plagues have been named.

Group Discussion:
·    Say: There sure were a lot of plagues sent against Egypt! Even ONE of these plagues would have been devastating to a country – it is amazing that Egypt was not totally destroyed by them. But all of these horrible plagues could have been easily avoided. How? If Pharaoh had listened to God and let the Hebrews go.
·    Say: Pharaoh had plenty of opportunities to listen to God – Moses came before Pharaoh many times during these plagues to urge him to listen to God and to warn him of further plagues. Read Exodus 8:19. The Bible says that his heart was stubborn. He did not have proper respect for the Almighty God (Proverbs 1:7). He refused to listen to God, and as a result, Egypt faced these horrible plagues – plus one more that we will learn about next week that was worse than all the others. Clearly, it is always wise to listen to God, and terrible consequences come to those who do not.

Conversation with God (Prayer): Pray that your children will remember that it is always best to listen to God. Fill in the prayer journal and close in prayer.
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
